Guidelines for Decorating 

 Trees sizes are as follows: 2 foot, 3 foot, and 4 foot. 

Wreaths come in two sizes: 24 inches, 30 inches. 

 Trees and wreaths may picked up at BRAC from 
October 18-20, 2011, between 10am and 4pm. 
Please contact BRAC if other arrangements need 
to be made. 

 Decorators are invited to use their expansive           
imaginations! Decorators will supply all          
decorations and inspirations needed for their trees 
or wreaths.  The decorated items will be donated 
to BRAC to support ongoing programs. BRAC 
encourages all to choose creative themes with a 
broad appeal.  

 Many of the trees already have lights, however 
some of our decorators choose to add extra lights 
to the trees.  In the event you choose a tree that 
requires lights, miniature lights (non-blinking) are 
preferred.  Please use fifty lights per foot for trees 
3 ft. and over.  Please use your own judgment for  
2 ft. trees.  Strands should stay lit if one bulb goes 
out.   

 Tree skirts are required for all trees. 

 All decorations, lights, and trim are to be firmly 
wired or hot glued to the tree or wreath for safe 
delivery.  Since the decorations will be purchased 
for display in homes and businesses throughout 
the holiday season, food and candy are not       
permitted.   

 Tree sponsors are invited to display information 
or holiday promotions along with their trees. 

 Delivery date for the trees November 9 from       

10 am-6 pm.   Please bring your expense record 
with you to aid the arts council in the pricing of 
your tree.
